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Molluscum Contagiosum,

Infectious Skin Disease

Molluscum Contagiosum is a viral infection; however, it is an extremely contagious illness such as a case of Strep Throat.  In order to prevent the spread to our staff and other children, our staff maintains an awareness of any symptoms of this viral infection which is a wart-like rash on the skin.  Any children with this rash will not be allowed to get into the water until it has completely cleared. 

Many physicians will say that Molluscum Contagiosum is not contagious.  We at Potomac Swim School are not doctors, but we do know from our own experience this disease is contagious as some of our students and coaches have caught it, and we must protect the public safety.  
Molluscum Contagiosum is spread from person-to-person and also by direct contact to contaminated surfaces.  This illness is not a result of an unhealthy pool environment nor is it a result of pool water.  If symptoms of this infection occur, please have your child checked by your physician immediately, and please notify us if your child tests positive to the viral infection.  
If you are aware that your child already has Molluscum Contagiosum or that your child has any warts or wart-like symptoms on their skin, do not register for classes as Potomac Swim School will have to remove your child from the program as required by the Loudoun County Health Department.  Please take your child to the doctor if these symptoms exist or appear.  We have also learned there are several treatment options for this disease.
